Greetings!  Tasmania is once again gearing up to host bands and bandspersons for the 2010 
Yamaha Australian National Band Championships.  The nation’s premier contest for Brass 
and Concert bands returns to Hobart in 2010 – the first time since 1974. 
 

The members of the Organising Committee are drawn from four of the Tasmanian Band 
League’s Southern bands – Hobart, Clarence, Glenorchy and Derwent Valley.  We intend to 
celebrate the return of the Championships to Hobart, after 36 years, in a bigger & better event. 
 

The event, for both Brass and Concert bands, as well as Soloists and Parties, will be held over 
the Easter weekend of 2 - 5 April 2010.  Note that we have omitted any events on Easter 
Thursday, as this has been found to be a problem at previous Championships.

VENUES: 
 
The primary venue for On-Stage events will be in the Grand Chancellor Hotel/Federation 
Concert Hall (a combined complex under one roof), home of the Tasmania Symphony, with a 
few being held in the Town Hall, two blocks from the primary venue.   The proposed route for 
the Parade of Bands will be held through the centre of the Hobart Business District, with two 
marshalling areas and the route with two left wheels in a “U” shape– this will facilitate 
players marching in more than one band.   The Solos and Parties events will be held in a 
number of suitable venues, all of which are within 10 minutes walk of the primary venue – 
these include the Grand Chancellor Hotel, the Town Hall, St. David’s Cathedral, Baha’i 
Learning Centre and the Exit Left Studio.  The proposed schedule is: 
 Friday – Open Brass, hymn and test piece; Junior Brass 
 Saturday – Parade of Bands (morning); Open and Junior Concert 
 Sunday – Open Brass, march and own choice; Gala Concert (evening) 
 Monday – Solos and Parties
