What is the NBCA?

The National Band Council of Australia is an
incorporated association formed by agreement betwee
the six States to promote the brass and concedt ban
movement in Australia. The Council’'s main objeetv
are to promote a general love and knowledge of band
music, and provide positive leadership and direct®m
affiliated bands throughout the country.

To these ends, the Council is responsible for
facilitating the conduct of the National Band
Championships Contest, held annually at Eastee Th
Championships move between the States on a
rotational basis, as allocated by the Council. The
Council also formulates the rules under which the
Championships are held.

The NBCA in Tasmania

The Tasmanian Bands League is an incorporated
association formed in 1946 to provide a state-wide
administration for Tasmania’s community brass and
concert bands. The main objectives of the Leageie a
to foster and encourage the study of band instrtahen
music and marching; to promote the general love and
knowledge of band music; and, to organise and attndu
band contests.

In furtherance of those objectives, the League
welcomes its turn in the rotation to hold the Naib
Band Championships. By doing so, there is a greate

opportunity for local bands to participate, and
Tasmanians generally have the chance to see and hea
the best brass and concert bands, and soloists, fro
throughout Australasia.

The Championships

The National Band Championships Contest is an open
contest, accessible to all brass and concert thatls

are affiliated, through their respective State
Associations, with the National Band Council.

The contest consists of an on-stage componentget st
marching component and a solo and ensemble
component. The on-stage and marching events are
graded according to band performance standards, wit
A Grade being the highest level. There are fonimse
and three junior grades in each of the brass andecb
band genres.

Each band plays four on-stage items, with the
Champion band in each grade determined by the
aggregate score of their four performances. Theebt
March is traditionally conducted in a prominent jiub
location, with the winner in each grade being the o
that acquits itself best both at marching and music

A separate solo event is conducted for each of the
twenty-five major instruments, at both open andgun
level.

Venues

The Primary venue for the Championships is the
Federation Concert Hall, constructed as the home of
the world renowned Tasmanian Symphony Orchestra.
Owned and operated by the Hotel Grand Chancellor
the Hall seats over 1000 people and is Hobart'mjme
performance facility. The Hobart Town Hall (pictdre
below), built in 1866, features the Grand Ball Roiom
which a purpose built pipe organ resides. The Ball
Room also features crystal chandeliers and is a
beautiful and resonant performance hall.

The most public face of the Championships, theebtre
Parade has an approved route centred on the Biizabe
Street Mall.
